The purposes of this research were 1) to compare learning achievement on difficult
words spelling writing of third grade students taught by educational games with a 70 percent
score 2) to evaluate the desirable characteristics on the aspects of honesty, discipline and
commitment in works of the third grade students after learning by educational games, and 3) to
investigate the opinions of third grade students towards the instruction by educational games.
The sample of this research were 16 third grade students of Wat Muang school, Banpong,
Ratchaburi province in the first semester of the academic year 2010. Experimental design was
One Shot Case Study.

The research instruments were lesson plans, an achievement test, evaluation form
and questionnaires. The data were analyzed by percentage (%), mean (Y), standard deviation
(S.D.) and t - test of One Sample Test.

The results of this research were as follow:

1. The learning achievement on difficult words spelling of third grade students after
learning by educational games, were achieved at 76.58 percent which were higher than the
required rate of 70.00 percent.

2. The desirable characteristics on honesty, discipline, and the commitment in works
of the third grade students were at excellent level in all aspects. The students desirable
characteristics were at a high level on the discipline aspect, the commitment in works aspect
and the honesty aspect.

3. The opinions of the third grade students towards the instruction by educational
games as a whole were at high agreement level, the students opinions were at a high
agreement level towards the learning environments aspect, the learning activities aspect and

the usefulness aspect.
