Cercarial infections of freshwater snails Family Thiaridae in Central Thailand were
studied between April 2006 and September 2008. There were 42 sampling sites in 18 provinces.
Counts per unit of time method was used in this study, and the samples were collected every 10
minutes per sampling by five collectors. The snails were collected every two months for one year
for each. In this study, the water sources were divided into four categories: They were wetland
area, flow area, flood area and coastal area. The most common sampling site was flow area. A
total of 18,276 collected snails were classified into eight species, they were Adamietta housei,
Brotia costula, Brotia wykoffi, Melanoides tuberculata, Melanoides jugicostis, Sermyla riqueti,
Tarebia granifera and Thiara scabra. Cercarial infections were investigated using the shedding and
crushing methods. Six species of collected snails were found trematode infections, they were
Adamietta housei, Brotia costula, Melanoides tuberculata, Sermyla riqueti, Tarebia granifera and
Thiara scabra. Seventeen species of seven cercarial types were categorized, they were (1)
Cotylomicrocercous cercariae : Podocotyle (Podocotyle) lepomis. (2) Furcocercous cercariae :
Apatemon gracilis, Transversotrema laruei, Cardicola alseae and Alaria mustelae, Cotylurus
cornautus (3) Megalurous cercariae : Cloacitrema philippinum and Philophthalmus sp. (4)
Pleurophocercous cercariae : Centrocestus formosanus (5) Parapleurophocercous cercariae :
Stictodora tridactyla, Heterophyes heterophyes, Haplorchis taichui and Haplorchis pumilio (6)
Renicolid cercariae : Cercaria caribbea LXVII (7) Xiphidiocercariae : Loxogenoides bicolor,
Haematoloechus similis and Acanthatrium hitaense. The most infected snail was Melanoides
tuberculata. Three patterns of trematode infections were found, they were single infection,
double infection and triple infection. Twenty-four patterns were categorized. The highest cercarial
infection was caused by Loxogenoides bicolor. Whereas Philopthamus sp. were found from five
species of collected snails, they were Adamietta housei, Brotia costula, Melanoides tuberculata,

Tarebia granifera and Thiara scabra.
